SMALLVILLE, USA – Today, Sunday, February 14th residents from across Smallville participated in an interfaith, bilingual worship service at 3rd Street Methodist Church to demand reforms to the city’s hiring practices and express solidarity with the local Hispanic community.  

The service, conducted in English and Spanish, called attention to the city’s bias against non-native English speakers in its hiring for public works positions as reported recently by the Daily Planet. The event was held as part of National Standing on the Side of Love Day, a re-imagining of Valentine’s Day as an opportunity for service and solidarity with marginalized communities across the United States.  Speakers at the event included city council president Clark Kent and prominent business leader Lois Lane.  
“We’re here today to show love and support for our Hispanic brothers and sisters in Smallville and across the United States,” said event organizer Lex Luthor. “No person should face discrimination or be denied equal access to jobs because of his or her country of birth--we’ve come to make our voices heard loud and clear.”
“Today we are reimagining Valentine’s Day as a time not just to celebrate the love we have for our partners, parents, sons, and daughters, but also for those in the family that makes up Smallville.  Love is a powerful force for good that is a central component of virtually every Smallville resident’s secular and spiritual life.  In these times of hardship and uncertainty, the transformative and restorative power of love is a critically important catalyst for change.  Today we have channeled and harnessed love in defense of fairness and equality for all those who call Smallville home.”

The rally was organized by local faith leaders and Standing on the Side of Love, a nationwide campaign sponsored by the Unitarian Universalist Association which promotes equality for marginalized communities.
